LADGATE LANE From a point approx. 12 metres to the west of the extended western

(North side) kerbline of Marton Avenue to a point approx. 17 metres to the east of the
extended eastern kerbline of Marton Avenue, a distance of approx. 37
metres.

LADGATE LANE From a point approx. 10 metres to the west of the extended western

(South side) kerbline of Marton Avenue to a point approx. 17 metres to the east of the
extended eastern kerbline of Marton Avenue, a distance of approx. 35
metres.

MARTON AVENUE | From the extended northern kerbline of Ladgate Lane for a distance of

(East side) approx. 22 metres in a north-westerly direction.

MARTON AVENUE | From the extended northern kerbline of Ladgate Lane for a distance of

(West side) approx. 20 metres in a north-westerly direction.
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
